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This document sets out the requirements for preparing and submitting abstracts for the WAIM2018. Please submit a one-page abstract including figures, tables and references until May 31, 2018. The abstract should be e-mailed to gjzhang@dhu.edu.cn in Microsoft Word format.
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Please use A4 size paper and set all margins to 2.54 cm (1 inch). The title of the paper should be 14-point, bold, Times New Roman, while the authors’ name and e-mail address of corresponding author should be written in 12-point, bold, Times New Roman. Please use 12-point, Times New Roman for the affiliations, and 11-point, Times New Roman for the main body and figure captions. 
Figures, such as Figure 1, should be in black and white only with sharp contrast. Avoid the use of frames around the figures, as well as the use of shaded backgrounds which do not reproduce well. Excel charts should have black and white symbols and lines only.
Tables should be inserted as close as possible to their first citation. Number tables consecutively using Arabic numerals, and centre the title above the table. The word “Table” is followed by the table number, a dot, and the rest of the title. Like figure captions, there is no line space between the title and the table itself.
